This year marks the 80th anniversary of the liberation of Belgrade from German
occupation during the Second World War. On the occasion of this important
anniversary, we are presenting the catalog of the exhibition “Terror and Suffering
in Belgrade during the Second World War 1941-1944” to experts and the general
public. The catalog aims to illustrate the extent, intensity, and types of suffering in
Belgrade during the Second World War. To contextualize this topic, we pointed out
the circumstances and main factors that shaped the extent and scale of the crime;
the nature of the Nazi ideology and the occupiers’ treatment of Jews and Serbs, the
repressive apparatus of its main protagonists, the infrastructure and methodology
of work (with special reference to the methods of physical torture of the arrested),
etc. Most importantly, it was necessary to present the suffering in Belgrade through
scientifically available quantitative data. The catalog ranges from general to
individual. Through the biographies of victims and criminals, quotes from primary
documents, and memoirs, we tried to bring the suffering in Belgrade as close as
possible to the readers. Finally, we express our gratitude to the Novakovi¢ family,
Ratko Lekovi¢, colleagues Radosav Tucovié¢, Nebojsa Stambolija, Goran Antonijevi¢,

INTRODUCTION
With the establishment of the Kingdom of Serbs,

Croats, and Slovenes in 1918, Belgrade became the
administrative, political center, and capital of the
newly formed country.! The country at that time
could not boast of a high degree of industrial de-
velopment, which in such conditions made Bel-
grade an industrial center.? With the University
of Belgrade and numerous primary and second-
ary schools, this city buzzed with students and
pupils.® In the sea of illiteracy of the Kingdom
of Yugoslavia, interwar Belgrade was, with 89%

of its citizens, an island of literacy, and the press
was the basic means by which the Belgrade public
was informed.*

This position ensured a significant increase
in the number of residents, and we can confident-
ly say that it has multiplied several times over the
decades. According to the last population census
from 1931, Belgrade had 288,938 inhabitants, mak-
ing it the largest city in the country.® Its inhabit-
ants were mostly workers, artisans, merchants,
and civil servants.®

On the one hand, low incomes, irregular
work, poor working conditions, and on the oth-
er hand, renting living space and high living
costs have led to significant challenges for most
of the citizens of this city in meeting their basic
living needs. The striking social contrast and the
gap between the rich and the poor are reflected
in the architecture of Belgrade during that peri-
od. Multi-storied palaces with standard elevators
and bathrooms were rapidly being built, while at

the same time, slums with field toilets, crumbling

In the interwar period, politics permeated
every pore of society and it was a "pastime” of
all ages and classes. The events of March 1941
demonstrate the importance of the happen-
ings which took place in this city for the entire
country. The Kingdom of Yugoslavia faced a
significant challenge during those days. It was
pressured to join its neighboring countries, Ro-
mania, Hungary, and Bulgaria, in acceding to
the Tripartite Pact. In return, the Kingdom was
guaranteed territorial integrity and sovereignty,
and consideration of its interests in determining
the borders in the Balkans. Aware of the difficult
situation in which the country found itself, and
the fact that Great Britain was unable to provide
serious assistance, the state leadership led by
Prince Pavle Karadordevié¢ decided to join the
Tripartite Pact. The decision was announced on
March 25,1941, in Vienna's "Belvedere" castle.?

Although the decision made was the result of the
pragmatic policy of the government and Prince Pav-
le, it will soon become clear that it did not reflect the
will of the majority of the people or certain circles in
the army. On the night of March 26-27, a group led
by Air Force General Dusan Simovi¢ staged a coup

d'état, overthrowing the Cvetkovi¢-Macek govern-

The most significant outpouring of popular
discontent occurred on March 27. It is estimated
that around 100,000 citizens gathered in just one
Belgrade square.’ Against whom the demonstra-
tions were directed and how they were taking
place, we can see from part of the report of the
German representative in Belgrade, Von Herren,
who sent to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
his country: "Since the early hours, large groups
of demonstrators led by national flags have been
marching. Most of the protesters are young peo-
ple and workers. They are expressing enthusi-
astic support for the new king, Petar II, but also
shouting slogans such as 'Down with the pact),
"Down with betrayal', and 'Down with Pavle' The
most significant disturbances occurred in front of
the German Bureau for the Improvement of Rela-
tions with Foreigners, where shop windows were
smashed. The streets leading to the German em-
bassy are being patrolled by strong army units."°

Following such news from Belgrade, the
Yugoslav government's attempts to portray the
situation to the Nazis as an internal matter were

unsuccessful. On March 27, during a conference,

also targeted on April 7, 8, and 12, and the over-
all effect of the bombing was devastating for
its citizens and infrastructure. Bombs ranging
from 50 to 100 kilograms were used. The Na-
zis put a lot of effort into maximizing the dev-
astating effect of their bombs, as evidenced by
the fact that braking parachutes were used on
the heaviest bombs so that the surface effect of
the detonation was as strong as possible. In the
entire attack, 620 bombers dropped 440 tons of
bombs.*

Over 2,000 citizens lost their lives, and more
than half of the housing stock was damaged and
destroyed. An incendiary bomb caused a fire in the
National Library, its collection, which is of inesti-
mable importance for Serbian culture, was almost
completely burned.* A significant number of peo-
ple in Belgrade died in the shelters that were con-
structed just before the Second World War. Due to
limited financial resources, earthen shelters of the
trench type were predominantly built. The shelters
at Karadordev Park, near the Vukov spomenik, the
Faculty of Law, in Krunska Street, and the gates of
Vaznesenjska and the Alexander Nevsky Church

were particularly affected. For instance, 70 peo-
ple died in the shelter at the gate of the Alexander
Nevsky Church. Entire residential neighborhoods
were destroyed, and nearly 200,000 Belgraders
fled the city. The severity of the April bombing can
be understood from the account of an eyewitness:
"A shelter had been previously dug there, an ordi-
nary trench covered with beams, and the soil that
wastaken out of the trench was thrown over them...
[]..." When the first planes arrived, everyone did
their best to save themselves and the people from
the immediate vicinity soon filled up the shelter
and it became difficult to breathe....[]... However,
misfortune never comes alone, so a bomb weighing
several hundred kilograms fell into this shelter as
well. With its weight, it penetrated the ground and
beams effortlessly, descended among the people,
and exploded. After that, at the place where the
shelter had been, a huge hole gaped like a volcanic
crater, nearby trees uprooted, all drenched in hu-
man blood. There were chopped human corpses,
women, and children all over the park. Somewhere
you could see a hand, somewhere a body, a piece
thrown onto a tree and hanging over a branch, and
torn pieces of clothing in between."

The Wehrmacht's ground troops advanced

rapidly, entering Skopje on April 7 and Zagreb on

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ing the end of the April War and the beginning of
the occupation for its citizens.' The other citizens of
the Kingdom did not wait much longer for the end of
the war. The king and the government left the coun-
try on April 14 and 15, having previously authorized
General Danilo Kalafatovié to lead negotiations with
German officials regarding the armistice. Out of the
desire to reach an armistice, only the title of the doc-
ument "Armistice Provisions" remained, which was
signed on April 17 in Belgrade, in the building of the
Czechoslovak Embassy, and whose content meant

complete and unconditional capitulation.

"BWASTIKA OVER BELGRADE”

The army that entered Belgrade in April 1941 was
part of the war machine assembled to establish a
"new world order". It is challenging to define the
specific role of the Serbian people in this Nazi pro-
ject because there was no clear plan, but we can
make some approximate assumptions. Nazi racial
planners concluded that this population should not
be assimilated due to their "impure racial compo-
sition." Moreover, the position of the Serbian peo-
ple was influenced by the personal views of Adolf
Hitler, the leader of the Third Reich, who viewed

Serbs as bomb throwers and Belgrade as a dragons’

den.” We complete the picture by recalling the ste-
reotypes about Serbs that were present in German
military circles before the Nazis came to power,
and which were reactivated during the Second
World War. They portrayed the Serbs as a nation of
king-killers, backward Balkan savages, for whom
bodily impurity wass quite common and the sim-
ilar.® In terms of political and military interests,
this area was a periphery for Nazi Germany.

These parameters resulted in the breaking up
of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia and the placing of a
reduced Serbia under German military adminis-
tration. Under the military commander for Serbia
was the territory occupied by the Kingdom of Ser-
bia before the Balkan wars, enlarged to include
the Banat and the Kosovska Mitrovica district.
The primary tasks of the German occupation ad-
ministration were the pacification and economic
exploitation of this territory. Belgrade was the
center of the occupation administration and a
city in which, due to its importance, maintaining

order and peace was a priority for the occupier.

For such an ambitious plan, it was necessary to
build an adequate repressive system that would
be able to control every aspect of life in this city.
The repressive apparatus in Belgrade was
branched and structurally complex.

in Serbia.” In the second half of January 1942, the
Commander of the Security Police and the Secu-
rity Service was Emanuel Schifer. The personnel
were strengthened both in terms of expertise and
in numbers with the arrival of 700 employees. 300
out of this number were on duty in Belgrade. The
organizational structure of Security Police and the
Security Service consisted of six departments.

Its most important department was the noto-
rious Gestapo. The head of the Gestapo was Bruno
Sattler for the longest time and under his com-
mand this secret police had the following reports:

Bruno Sattler was born in Berlin in 1898. At an
early age, he decided to join the military. He dis-
tinguished himself in the First World War, re-
ceived the rank of non-commissioned officer, and
the Iron Cross of the second class. After the end of
the war, he initially worked as a watch/clock deal-
er. That did not last long and in 1928 he started
his career in the Berlin police. He joined the Nazi
Party in 1931. During this period, he participated
in numerous political investigations. One of the
most important was the one that was conducted
in connection with the staged burning of the Re-
ichstag in 1933. He does not hesitate to violate the
police code and service rules to the extent that he
often physically and mentally abused suspects,
and there are serious indications that he partici-
pated in their murders. Loyal service to the regime
brings him up the ladder of the Nazi security and
police apparatus. During this period, he was ap-
pointed head of one of the Gestapo departments.
With his influence and work, he exceeded his po-

sition and was especially known as a man capable

of weaving a large network of informers and an
expert in the anti-communist struggle. After the
outbreak of the Second World War, he continued
his career in Brussels, Paris, and Smolensk. In
the mentioned territories, he worked on an an-
ti-communist line and participated in the crimes
committed by the Nazis. In February 1942, he was
transferred to Belgrade and appointed head of the
Gestapo. From this period until the end of the oc-
cupation in Belgrade, he became one of the mas-
ters of life and death. Under his command, the
second phase of the Holocaust was carried out in
Serbia, and a large number of people were arrest-
ed and executed. He is one of the organizers and
implementers of the destruction of the remains
of the victims at the Jajinci and Jabuka execution
sites. He was married and had three children.
After the end of the war, he was arrested by the
Soviet authorities and sentenced in the People's
Democratic Republic of Germany to life impris-
onment. He died in prison in 1973. His youngest
daughter, Beata Niemann, wrote a valuable book,
“The Good Father: life with his past; biography of
my war criminal father” which represents the
best example of how descendants should treat the

negative legacy of their ancestors.

SPECIAL POLICE
INEPARTMENT

Relying on domestic resources to save their own
was a pattern used by the Nazis in most occupied
countries. The territory of occupied Serbia was
not an exception either. The collaborationist ad-
ministration was formed in the first months, of
the Commissioner's administration, which was
headed by Milan Aéimovi¢. At the end of Au-
gust, the reorganization and formation of the
government of General Milan Nedi¢ takes place.
Regardless of the changes, the collaborationist
administration was an extension of the occupi-
er's hand during the entire occupation and did
not enjoy independence in its work. Their main
task was to implement the orders of the Nazi oc-
cupier.

The special police department of the Bel-
grade City Administration, whose creator was
Dragi Jovanovi¢, stood out in particular. It was
created based on the pre-war General Police De-
partment, from which it partially took over the
scope of work and personnel. This department,

policy and suppression of sabotage, III - for for-
eigners and border service, IV - suppression of
communist action, V - for associations and press,
VI - central application form, VII - section for
Jews and Roma. In addition to these departments,
there were also two special organizational units
- Department of Police Agents and Archives. The
change in the work of the III department most
likely came with the appointment of Nikola Gu-
barev as the head in November 1941. From that
moment, this department's primary activity has
been the suppression of the Royalist resistance
movement. After the short stints of Milivoj Jova-
novi¢ and Miodrag Petrovi¢, Ilija Paranos was
the longest-serving head of the Special Police.
This police department was located at Obili¢ev

Venac No. 6 and on Dusina Street.?

THE BANJICA CAMB

During the occupation, two large concentration
camps operated on the territory of Belgrade and
its immediate vicinity. They had a central position
in the occupier's repressive system on the territory
of the entire occupied Serbia. There are very few

diction of the Belgrade City Administration and
was managed by Svetozar Vujkovié, a pre-war ex-
pert on the anti-communist struggle, known for
using illegal methods during investigations.*

The categorization of detainees was intro-
duced in 1942. Based on the data from the inves-
tigation, the special commission decided which
group each detainee would be placed in. There
were four categories of convicts. In the first
were those who were designated to be shot, in
the second "sentenced" to serve long-term im-
prisonment, and in the third and fourth those
who were found to be less guilty and who had
the chance to leave the Camp after a certain
time. The management did not always adhere
to these categories and there were cases when
those with the third and fourth categories were
sent to be shot.

Theliving conditions and regime in the camp
were unbearable. As soon as they entered, the
detainees would be robbed by the administra-
tion and guards. At any given time, up to 3,000
people were staying in the log, and in some pe-

riods the rooms were overcrowded. There were

THE SAJMISTE CAMP

The second camp was located in a place that in
the interwar period was a symbol of progress
and modernization of Belgrade. The occupiers
chose the Belgrade Fair (Sajmiste) as the site
of the future camp due to its location, capaci-
ty, and the possibility of quick adaptation. At
first, it was conceived as a concentration camp
for the remaining part of the Jewish population.
This territory was exempted from NDH (*The
Independent State of Croatia) authority and
the camp was under the control of the Military
Commander for Serbia. The camp began oper-
ating in December 1941 and by 1942 there were
6,400 people in it, mostly women, children, and
the elderly. The age structure of the detainees is
sufficiently evidenced by the report from Febru-
ary 1942, according to which there were: 76 ba-
bies, 1,136 children under the age of 16, and 4,442
people over the age of 16 in the camp. The camp

ing to Milan Koljanin's research, 4,500 to 5,000
people were detained in this 5000-square-me-
ter building, and each detainee had only about
one square meter at his disposal. Instead of beds,
wooden bunks were built on floors and each bed
slept at least two inmates. The extremely cold
winter of 1941/1942 significantly worsened the
situation. There was no heating, the snow was
blowing hard through the walls, and it was not an
isolated case that inmates lost their lives as a re-
sult of frostbite. Following the anti-Semitic policy
of the Nazis, the regime in the camp was cruel. De-
tainees were beaten for the slightest disobedience,
a frequent punishment was a haircut and those
who, according to the administration, committed
amore serious offense were publicly shot.”

After killing the majority of Jews, the occu-
pier found a new purpose for this place. The Ze-
mun Reception Camp (Anhaltelager Semlin) was
formed and was under the command of the Mil-
itary Commander for Serbia. The camp was un-
der the direct responsibility of the Security Police
and the Security Service, and the camp inmates
themselves were engaged to perform various du-
ties. This camp was a central collection and tran-
sit camp in this part of Europe for the reception

and transport of as many people as possible to

janin's research, a minimum of 31,972 detainees
passed through this camp, out of which 10,636
lost their lives.?

In addition to the fact that, as we have point-
ed out, this camp was also used as a reservoir of
hostages to settle the quotas of the occupiers, the
high percentage of deaths was also influenced by
the very conditions that prevailed there. Disobe-
dience, making complaints, insufficient activity
during physical work, and running away were of-
fenses that were severely punished. However, the
camp administration did not even need a reason
to subject the inmates to repression. There are
numerous statements of surviving camp inmates
who testify that Nazis and camp inmates desig-
nated for security physically and mentally abused
people out of sheer arrogance. In the spiral of
crimes, the worst was the Hungarian Pavilion,
where the inmates were taken and killed. This
concentration camp did not have a stable food
supply, and hunger prevailed among the detainees
until its dissolution. The testimony of Petar Ta-
di¢, one of the surviving detainees, is the best tes-
timony to the conditions in the camp: "The famine
caused intentionally by the Germans represents a
special part of our life. They managed to reduce
man to the level of an animal. Hunger forced peo-

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ple to graze grass, to collect garbage around the
camp, usually in the garbage dump. The expedi-
tions of hungry, half-naked people could be seen
rummaging through the garbage and fighting
over every bone or potato skin. On one occasion,
I was carrying a cleaned garbage bag with some
bread crumbs and other food scrapsinit. I carried
the container with Milenko Suvakovié¢ from Cor-
tanovaci. One group of hungry people knocked us
to the ground and took a container with garbage.
They voraciously ate the scraps of food together
with the garbage that was in it."*°

THE REMAINING CAMPS ANT
PRISONS ON THE TERRITORY OF
BELCRAIDE

In addition to the above mentioned, several smaller
camps, prisons and detention units functioned on
the territory of Belgrade and its immediate vicini-
ty. In the summer of 1941, the Nazis in Belgrade be-
gan with the imprisonment of the male part of the
Jewish population. The first camp in occupied Bel-
grade was opened at the Autokomanda in the area
of the barracks intended for the storage of artillery

weapons. The Topovske Supe started operating in
August 1941 and around 6,000 Jews and more than
1,000 Roma were imprisoned in this space. The
camp was under the administration of the occupi-
er.

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center, probably do not know that during the Sec-
ond World War there was a camp of the Todt or-
ganization at this place. The Todt organization was
responsible for designing and building capital Nazi
projects with a very important role in the forced
labor chain. During the first half of 1942, the Todt
organization set up a camp at the place where Ger-
man escapees from Bessarabia were temporarily
housed in 1940, near the Sajmiste camp. This camp
functioned independently of the SajmiSte camp.
In the beginning, it housed the physically strong-
est prisoners who were assessed as suitable for
further transport to forced labor, but later there
were also partisans, Italian prisoners, and Soviet
prisoners. The camp was dissolved after the Al-
lied bombing in April 1944.%

After the bombing and closing of the Sa-
jmiste camp, a place to house the rest of the de-
tainees was needed. A new camp was established
in Ilija Mili8i¢'s brick factory on Bulbuder near
today's City Hospital. Several thousand people
were imprisoned in this camp, and it worked
until the liberation of Belgrade in October 1944.
According to certain data, a large number of de-
tainees lost their lives in this place due to bad

conditions.®

Apart from the camps on the territory of Bel-
grade, there were several prisons and detention
units. There were two prison units under the
administration of Gestapo. The main prison was
on the present day Nikola Pasi¢ Square, in the
former building of the District Court for the Bel-
grade District. In the headquarters of this institu-
tion, Ratni¢ki dom (*War Facility), rooms in the
basement that served as detention were adapted,
and on the first floor there were special rooms,
the so-called "honorary prison" for those who had
received special treatment.* The administration
of the city of Belgrade had two smaller detention
units at its headquarters on the Obili¢ev Venac (in
the premises of today's student canteen popularly
known as Tri kostura (*Three Skeletons)) and a

prison in Pusina Street.*

THE HOLOCALUST

Following the ideology of the occupiers, it was
expected that Jews and Roma would be the first
to be hit by repressive measures in Belgrade. The
capitulation was not even signed, and on April 16,
all Jews were ordered to report and register. An-

ti-Jewish measures were taking place, which ex-

work. Forced labor was imposed and "both sex-
es between the ages of 14 and 60" were sent to
clear the ruins. Public entertainment places such
as theaters, cinemas, public baths, and sporting
events were forbidden to Jews (Juden ferboten).
Their movement was restricted, and no one was
allowed to leave their residence. They had to de-
clare economic and private property. Everyone
"descended from at least three Gypsy ancestors"
and "Gypsy half-breeds who descend from one
or two Gypsy ancestors or who are married to a
Gypsy woman" were considered Roma. All the
provisions for Jews also applied to Roma with one
difference that they had to wear "bands around
their arms which must also be yellow and bear
the inscription "Gypsy".*® By supplementing the
decree on July 25, 1941, confiscated economic
property owned by Jews was assigned to the man-
agement of commissioners.*’

In the summer of 1941, an uprising broke out
in many parts of the occupied Kingdom of Yugo-
slavia. The greatest flame of the rebellion was on
the territory of occupied Serbia and Montenegro.
The occupier's threats that he would not hesitate
to use the principle of collective responsibility

for every occurrence of resistance came true. The

practice of shooting 100 hostages for one killed
German soldier, or 50 for one wounded, was in-
troduced. This situation accelerated the next
phase of the Holocaust in occupied Serbia. In the
autumn of 1941, Jews and Roma were taken from
the Topovske Supe camp to the execution grounds
near Belgrade and killed. Unlike other parts of Eu-
rope, where the executioners were members of
the SS, these crimes were carried out by regular
Wehrmacht troops. According to the research of
historian Dragan Cvetkovié, based on the census
of war victims, two-thirds of the total number of
Jewish victims from Banat and Belgrade lost their

lives in the Topovske $upe camp.*®

the monotonous perspective of existence that in
no way resembles life in the world. It's not even
the irony of life. It is his deepest tragedy. We can
endure not because we are strong, but because
we are not aware of our endless misery regard-
ing everything that makes up our life...[]... Serv-
ing time is gold according to this, we don't know
why, or what punishment, or how much we are
sentenced to. Everything in the world is wonder-
ful, even the most miserable existence outside the
camp, and this is the incarnation of all evil. We all
get mean because we're hungry, we all get snarky
and count each other's mouthfuls, everyone's des-
perate - and yet no one kills each other because
we're all together one animal mass that I despise. I
hate us all because we are all equally failed."®

It would be soon clear that this was only the
beginning of the destruction of Jewish women,
children, and the elderly in the Sajmi$te camp.
The occupiers estimated that from the spring of
1942, a new uprising would break out in occu-
pied Serbia and that they needed new facilities to
accommodate a larger number of hostages. Fol-
lowing these needs and the conclusions reached
at the Wannsee conference, a decision was made

to liquidate the Zemun Jewish camp. A special

out sweets to the children so they could get into
the truck faster. An open truck would follow
them. There was luggage in it...[]... The convoy
would stop on the Belgrade side of the bridge and
at that point lethal gas was injected into the ve-
hicle. Bruno Sattler calculated exactly where the
gas should be released in the vehicle so that the
cries of women and children could not be heard
in the streets of Belgrade. The dead were arriv-
ing at the shooting range outside the city. There,
a group of prisoners would have already dug pits

for corpses."*

HiLoA DAJE

Hilda Daj¢ is undoubtedly the one person through
whose biography it is possible to describe and
evoke the destruction of Jewish women, children,
and the elderly in the Sajmiste Camp. She was born
in Vienna, in 1922. The Second World War found
her as an architecture student. Together with her
family, she moved to Belgrade during the interwar
period. After the establishment of the occupation,
her father was appointed as the president of the
Presidency of the Jewish community, which was
tasked with implementing the orders of the occu-

piers. The best evidence of Hilda's character traits

When the
SajmiSte camp was established, regardless of all
the danger and uncertainty, she signed up, believ-
ing that she was more needed in this place. In the
camp, she worked in the infirmary as a nurse. Dur-
ing her stay at the Sajmiste, she sent four letters
to her school friends. The content of these letters
is a first-hand testimony of the conditions in this
camp, the hopelessness in which the Jewish chil-

dren found themselves, and the level of destruc-

THE HESTRUCTION OF THE
MEMRBERS OF THE PEOPLE'S
LIBERATION MOVEMENT

Despite all the repressive efforts of the occupi-
ers, preventive measures, and propaganda to
dissuade the citizens of Belgrade from resisting
during the Second World War, two resistance
movements were active from the first to the last
year of the occupation. Even in the interwar pe-
riod, members of one were outside the law, due
to the subversive ideas they advocated and oc-
casional violent actions. The Communist Party
of Yugoslavia, as a member of the Comintern,
strove during this period to carry out a revolu-
tion, to establish a dictatorship of the proletar-
iat, and ultimately to form a classless society.
Even under the occupation, the Yugoslav com-
munists maintained this political-ideological
course, but with the addition of fighting against
the occupiers. Since June 22 and the German
attack on the USSR, their strategy has been an
open and uncompromising fight against the oc-
cupiers. From this period, the People's Libera-
tion Movement tried to organize and lead an
armed struggle on the entire territory of the
Kingdom of Yugoslavia.

most important and the first precondition for
taking over power after liberation, had great im-
portance in this strategy. The People's Liberation
Movement tried to establish the strongest organ-
ization possible in this city. Party and SKOJ (*The
League of Socialist Youth of Yugoslavia) organi-
zations were active, and the majority of members
were workers, officials, and students. The resist-
ance of communist illegals started with weapons
in March 1942. In the summer of 1941, actions of a
broad nature were carried out - attacks on motor
vehicles and garages, cutting off telephone and
telegraph cables and burning of collaborationist
and occupation press. In the fall of the same year,
the strategy was changed, and from this period
communist illegals assassinated members of the
Special Police Department and collaborators of
the occupiers.®

The members of this part of the repressive
system did not remain in debt to the communist il-
legals either. The main bearers of the fight against
the communist resistance movement in the terri-
tory of the military commander for Serbia were
the officers of the Special Police Department. This

is understandable considering that it was creat-

ed from the interwar General Police, whose of-
ficers were the best experts in the organizational
structure, forms of action, and personnel of the
KPJ] (*Communist Party of Yugoslavia). This is
best evidenced by the fact that 80% of the entire
work of the Special Police Department went to the
anti-communist activities of the IV Department.
In addition to Belgrade, the anti-communist de-
partment also conducted intensive investigations
in other parts of occupied Serbia. Since June, the
officers of this department have been involved in
the categorization of the prisoners of the Banji-
ca camp, which effectively meant they assumed
the roles of prosecutors and judges, in addition
to the investigative role. The head of the IV de-
partment Bozidar Beéarevi¢ and his men wove a
network of trustees through which they collected
datebase. Teams of agents cruised the streets of
Belgrade looking for members of this resistance
movement. The department created a large and
organized file. They tried to control every pore of
Belgrade society. Factory workers, printers, jour-
nalists, restaurateurs, housewives, and other so-
cial groups, organizations, and institutions were
monitored. Based on operational date, Bearevié
would issue a warrant for the arrest of suspicious
persons. Agents, and in certain cases also officers,
went to the address and after the search, arrest-

ed the suspects. During the entire investigation

process, the arrested persons spent time in the
custody of the Special Police Department. A per-
sonnel file was created, which consisted of basic
biographical data, a photo of the arrested person,
and the interrogation.*

Even in the interwar period, the officers of
this department were known for their brutality
towards the arrested. After the occupation, this
type of abuse was raised to a new level. During
the investigation, the arrested persons were hit
on the soles of their feet, beaten with beef ten-
dons and sandbags on their bodies, tied up, and
verbally abused. The interrogators had no mer-
cy for women and minors either. Danica Karisi¢,
an illegal, left an authentic testimony about the
methods of the officers of the IV Department:
"The first hearing started immediately after I
was brought to the prison at around 6 o'clock
in the afternoon and lasted until half past two
the next day, i.e. at midnight. First, Novkovi¢
(Mom¢ilo: comment by R.R.) and other agents
searched me and took my watch and later my
ring, which they never returned. I was ushered
into aroom with agents standing around me and
Novkovié¢ facing me. Novkovi¢ first asked me if
I knew where I was, and when I answered that
I didn't know, he replied that I would find out

"because it is a special section, and specifically
for communists"...[...]... He emphasized that if I
didn't talk, he would take me to the "slaughter-
house". Which I still didn't know what it was.
Since I didn't say anything, the agents start-
ed hitting me with their fists on my face and
chin, so that I flew from one to the other. As I
found out later, they called this method of beat-
ing: "throwing around to remember". Since I
didn't confess even then, they took me to Vitas's
(Jovan: remark R.R.) office, which they called
the "slaughterhouse"; all the floor and walls
were stained with blood, and there were vari-

ous instruments for torture and beating. There

the agents tied my legs, Novakovi¢ hit me in the
back and I fell on my face, and then they tied
my legs and joined them to my hands. Novkovic
told me that he would start now and that if I
wanted to talk, I should move my fingers. The
radio was playing so that it wouldn't be heard
outside...[...] Since I didn't answer, they beat me
on the soles of my feet and hands with a stick,
and then with a pole all over my body and es-
pecially on my chest. They also beat me on my
genitals. They cursed and threatened me, called
me a whore and the worst possible words.“*°
Until the German attack on the USSR on June
22, 1941, KP] members were not arrested by the
occupation authorities. This was just the calm
before the storm. Just a day after the launch of
Operation Barbarossa, the first comprehensive
arrest operation was launched on the territo-
ry of occupied Serbia. 161 people were arrested
in Belgrade. From this period on, arrests were
made almost daily. The heaviest blow in 1941,
the communist resistance movement suffered in
September, when the first major burglary was
carried out. Leading members of the organiza-
tion were arrested, such as members of the Lo-
cal Committee of the KPJ and SKOJ for Belgrade,
Milo$ Matijevi¢ Mrsa, Vukica Mitrovié¢, Bozidar

Despite the constant shooting of arrested com-
munists, Jews, and other prisoners, the armed
actions in Belgrade and occupied Serbia contin-
ued with even greater intensity. The occupier
didn't consider changing his strategy during the
fight with the insurgents, it only meant he had
to intensify the terror. Hanging people in the
city center was a crime that Nazi Germany re-
sorted to from the start and carried out through-
out the entire occupation. The city's population,
which was largely isolated from the horrors
of war, was intimidated in this way to prevent
them from resisting.

As the communist resistance movement in
Belgrade engaged actively in armed actions dur-
ing the summer of 1941 and the uprising was pre-
paring to take center stage in this city, the occupa-
tion system's leaders made a decision to publicly
express the brutality of their regime in this man-
ner.”” At the meeting in the National Assembly,
senior officials of the occupation regime conclud-
ed that the measures taken to prevent sabotage,
assassinations, and other actions by the commu-

nists in Belgrade had not been effective and that

sination attempt on agent Zivota Jeremic, Ratko
Jevi¢ and Velimir Jovanovié, who were arrested as
partisans in the area of Kosmaj County.*® On the
Sunday (nonworking day) of August 17, the bod-
ies of those shot were hung on electricity poles in
Terazije, where they remained until 7 pm. From
this example, we can recognize the nature of the
occupiers' collective reprisals. In this way, oppo-
nents of the Third Reich were removed from so-
ciety, members of the resistance movement were
demoralized and those who wanted to join the
fight against the occupiers were intimidated.

The members of this resistance movement will
face even more hardships in the years ahead under
occupation. Mass arrests took place as early as Jan-
uary 1942, reaching their peak in March. Almost all
members of the MK KPJ for Belgrade were arrested,
including the secretary Jelena Cetkovié. This was
the most serious blow that the Special Police De-
partment dealt to the People's Liberation Movement
in Belgrade. At the end of that year, according to our
research, out of 481 people who were found "guilty",
198 were shot, 14 were killed during arrest or died
during the investigation, 64 were sent to forced la-
bor, 13 were handed over to other authorities, 46
were sent to Smederevska Palanka for re-education

and 104 were released after serving their sentence

in the Banjica camp.® The collapse of both the Party
and the SKOJ high forums resulted in arrests almost
every month during 1943. Most of the break-ins oc-
curred in October, the period when the organization
was being actively consolidated. According to the
available data, 245 people were arrested that year, of
whom 88 were shot, six were killed on the street or
during investigations, 44 were sent to forced labor,
19 were sent to Smederevska Palanka, 54 remained
in the Banjica camp and 30 were released after
serving their sentences.*® The arrests affected the
organization of this resistance movement so much
that during 1944 the main forums were not restored
and the work was limited to groups that were not
linked to each other but to partisan detachments.
This caused a significant decrease in the number of
arrests during 1944.

According to our research, the Special Police
Department "processed” 880 people in Belgrade
between 1941 and 1944 "(55% of them in 1942, 28%
in 1943, 13% in 1941 and 4% in 1944). The intensi-
ty of the repression is evidenced by the fact that
in the two full calendar years of 1942 and 1943,
several people were arrested every month, which
meant that communist illegals working in the city

were constantly "looking over their shoulders".

As per the age structure, the majority of individu-
als were young and middle-aged.

Outof the 880 people, 41% were shot, 18% were
released after serving their sentences, 15% were
sent to forced labor, we were unable to determine
the fate of 13%, 8% were taken to Smederevska
Palanka, 3% were killed during the investigations
and 2% were handed over to other parts of the oc-
cupation regime. The high percentage of people
shot is fully in line with the repressive policy of
the occupiers in occupied Serbia, the essence of
which is that there is no mercy for those who try
to threaten the interests of the Third Reich. The
data even shows that the regime did not hesitate
to shoot minors or women who just gave birth.*

The families of those arrested were faced with
a difficult situation and made every effort to save
their loved ones. Numerous examples exist of at-
tempts to bribe police officers and lobbying of
prominent members of the collaborationist regime,
some of which involved offers for fathers to replace
their children, etc. Part of the following testimony
of the father of a prominent member of the National
Liberation Movement in Belgrade Dr. Nenad Paren-
ta, Milo$ Parenta, retired protopresbyter and rector
of St. Sava Seminary, can help us understand the
gravity of the situation in which these people found

themselves: "A heavy fate befell me in my old age,
just when I thought I would calmly say goodbye to
this life, knowing that I have worked all my life for
the good of Serbia and Orthodox Faith, for the good
of my neighbors, that I have left that legacy to my
children and especially to my son, only to be torn
away from me now, all my hope, pride and support
of my old age taken away. Mr. Becarevié, I beg you as
a son, be noble, have compassion and sympathy for
my old age, listen to my request, and find out what
has become of my son and where he is." As usu-
al, Bedarevi¢ remained immune to such pleas, Dr.
Nenad Parenta was shot after the investigation was
completed. Unfortunately, the loss of his son was
not the only tragedy that befell this man. In addition
to Dr. Parenta as a member of the communist resist-
ance movement, his wife Slavka Morié Parenta and

his sisters Olga and Gordana were also killed.®2

THE TRAJKOVIE FAMILY

The death of more than one family member was not
anisolated incident. It was an almost unwritten rule
in the Belgrade organization that spouses work to-
gether, that siblings are involved, etc. The tragedy of

the Trajkovi¢ family represents one of the most ex-

treme cases of destruction. In mid-January 1942, the
Special Police Department confiscated a letter from
Ivo Lola Ribar, a member of the Supreme Staff, to his
girlfriend Sloboda Trajkovié. This wasn't the only
“fault” of the Trajkovi¢ family. The police found
out that the male part of the family, father Svetolik
and son Miroslav, were transferring medicines and
other medical materials from their pharmacy to the
partisans. The officers broke into their apartment
on Despota Stefana Boulevard and arrested the en-
tire family. After the investigation, they were all
sent to the Banjica camp. On May 9, 1942, Svetolik
Trajkovi¢, his wife Milena, and their children: Vera,
Sloboda, and Miroslav were among the passengers
of the death liner. They were suffocated that day
together with 225 prisoners from the Banjica camp.
Among those murdered were 25 Jewish women with
children. To honor the Trajkovi¢ family, a street in

Belgrade's Banjica district is named after them.%

Movement in Belgrade was Bozidar Becarevié.

He was born in 1909 in Kragujevac into a poor
family. After primary and secondary school, he
enrolled at the Faculty of Law but dropped out
due to his poor financial situation. He began
working in the civil service at a very young age.
In 1932, he joined the police force in Kragujevac
as a civil servant. From this point on, his career
took a dizzying course. Within just three years,
he was appointed head of the General Police in
that city. This was essentially a political police
force, modeled on the police force in Belgrade.
For several years he also worked on the bor-
der in Kotoriba and Subotica. In 1940, he was
transferred to Belgrade. He came to this city as
an expert in the anti-communist struggle, but
also in suppressing the work of other irreden-
tist organizations and the work of foreign secret
services. During the occupation, Beéarevi¢ was
not the first choice of Dragomir Dragi Jovanovié.
For a short time, the anti-communist depart-
ment was headed by Nikolai Gubarev. It turned
out that this Russian émigré had no authority
and that Becarevi¢ was the real leader of this
team, which was made official by his appoint-
ment in November 1941. From this point until
the liberation of Belgrade, he held all the strings
firmly in his hand. He organized this depart-
ment according to his ideas and formed a team

of experienced and fanatical officials. As chief,

he delegated tasks but was personally involved
in every investigation. Almost every file had to
pass through his hands, and he carried out some
important investigations himself. The results
in this field brought him great influence in the
occupation and collaboration apparatus, which
went beyond his official position. He was person-
ally responsible for the deaths of a large number
of people, as his decisions determined the fate
of the arrested members of the communist re-
sistance movement. Under his command, people
were psychologically and physically abused to
such an extent that many of them would die dur-
ing the investigation. He left Belgrade before the
liberation, but he did not remain free for long. In
January 1946, he was extradited to the new Yu-
goslav authorities. Together with his colleagues
Svetozar Vujkovi¢ and Nikolai Gubarev, he was
put on trial. All three were sentenced to death,
but Beéarevic continued his life even after his of-
ficial death. The new regime used his knowledge
to gather information about various individuals
and organizations. It is unknown how and where

he ended his life.>*

sible; the Royalist resistance movement was also
aware of the importance of this city. Already in
the first few months, some officers from Belgrade
joined Colonel Dragoljub Mihailovi¢'s movement
and were assigned to continue their work in Bel-
grade. A Gorska Headquarters No. 2 was estab-
lished, which was responsible for the entire area
of occupied Belgrade. In contrast to other parts
of the organization, a civilian organization was
also formed in this city. The youth also had their
organization under the name Yugoslav Ravna
Gora Youth. The general military strategy of this
resistance movement was to refrain from open
armed struggle until favorable conditions arose.
This meant preparing intensively and practicing
other forms of resistance. As part of this strategy,
the Belgrade Royalist movement members carried
out illegal propaganda, formed an intelligence
network through which they obtained valuable
information, collected material resources, and
passed them on to the units on the ground, etc.*
Under the influence of historiography from
the socialist era, as well as elements of pop cul-
ture such as partisan films, some members of

the public have come to believe that the occupi-

ers were well-disposed towards the members of
the Royalist resistance movement. This is a com-
pletely false idea, especially concerning occupied
Belgrade. From the first to the last day, the secret
service and security system of the occupying forc-
es pursued the members of this resistance move-
ment and tried to arrest them. In contrast to the
communist illegals, the Gestapo played an impor-
tant role in this area of work. The occupier did not
trust the Special Police Department, as it knew
about the affection of its officers for the Royalist
resistance movement. SS-Hauptmann Heinrich
Brandt was head of Department IV A 3, his deputy
was Fritz Everding. This department was heavily
staffed, which is further proof of the attention and
importance that the occupiers devoted to this area.
The officers of this unit succeeded in establishing
a network of confidants, through which they col-
lected operational data and penetrated the organi-
zation of the Royalist resistance movement.*
During the investigation, the suspects were
detained in Ratnic¢ki dom or in the remand prison
in the former building of the municipal court on
today's Nikola Pagi¢ Square. The use of psycholog-
ical and physical violence was a common method
during the pre-trial proceedings. This was re-

ferred to by the Nazis in reports as "aggravated

interrogation" We learn what "enhanced interro-
gation" meant from the following lines by Alexan-
der Henning, one of the guards in the Gestapo re-
mand prison: "Since I was in constant contact with
the interrogators at the Ratnicki dom where I sent
prisoners for interrogation, I am familiar with the
various methods of torture used during interroga-
tions. The interrogators only used force and pres-
sure to conduct the interrogations, they beat their
victims with bullock tendons, batons, and electric
current and used a device to pinch the fingers on
the hands, in a word, the defendant had to con-
fess by force or coaxing what the interrogator de-
manded from him. There were rare cases in which
someone was not beaten. In order not to send such
mutilated persons back to our prison or the Banjica
camp, they were kept in the Ratni¢ki dom prison so
that their wounds could heal to some extent, and
only then were they transferred. As I heard from
returning prisoners and the interrogators them-
selves, many of them died from the beatings.""’
During the investigation, a file was opened for
each suspect. It contains basic biographical data,
the hearing, and other documents created during
the investigation. At the end of the investigation,

the investigators prepared a final report, which

was a summary and based on which the punish-
ment was proposed. There was no uniform crite-
rion for determining guilt. The extent to which
those arrested told the truth and tried to sup-
port the investigation, whether they were ide-
ologically and politically constructed, whether
they voluntarily joined the illegal organization,
etc. were assessed. Based on such assessments,
the interrogators proposed that those arrest-
ed be sentenced to death, sent to forced labor,
or released. In some cases, a higher court was
formed to decide the further fate of the accused.

Alongside communist illegals and people from
the Royalist movement, they were also taken to
the Banjica camp. Like other prisoners, Royal-
ist movement members were also sent to other
camps in occupied Europe. In most cases, they
were sent to Mauthausen, where they were sub-
jected to hard forced labor and lived in miserable
conditions. %

We do not have complete data on all the ar-
rests of the members of Royalist movement,
which makes it impossible to give an approxi-
mate number of those arrested. However, from
the analysis of sources of German provenance,
it can be concluded that members of this resist-
ance movement were arrested throughout the
occupation. Gestapo officers managed to catch
the most important people of the Royalist organ-
ization in Belgrade. At the end of 1941, the first
commander of Belgrade, at that time the com-
mander of the Staff of the Northern Provinc-
es, Zarko Todorovié, alias Walter, and his close
associate, Major Pavle Babac, were arrested. In
the second half of 1942, the second command of
Belgrade, Lieutenant Colonel Dusan Manojlovié,
was also arrested. He was arrested together with
his 11 accomplices. After the investigation, he
was sent to the officers' camp. In December 1942,

continued in January 1943. Through the com-
missar, the Gestapo discovered a group of people
from the Royalist movement who formed a secret
service unit in Milan Nedi¢'s collaborationist
government. A total of 32 people were arrested,
six of whom were sentenced to death, while the
others were sent to the Banjica or Mauthausen
concentracion camps.®°

The arrests of Royalist movement members
continued in 1944. In February, Borivoje Me-
sarovié, one of the most important intelligence
officers from the Royalist movement, was arrest-
ed. According to German information, 72 peo-
ple were arrested on this occasion. The Royalist
movement suffered its greatest blow in March.
The Gestapo arrested ten commanders of the
Belgrade Corps, whose headquarters were estab-
lished at that time. This arrest is a particular in-
dication of the attitude of the occupiers towards
the Royalist resistance movement. During this
period, the people of the Royalist movement co-
operated with the occupiers to prevent the infil-
tration of units of the People's Liberation Army
into occupied Serbia. Despite this, their mem-
bers were arrested in Belgrade.®

BLOoony LETTERS OF
LIEUTENANT KOSTIE

One of the most poignant testimonies to the de-
struction of the Belgrade Royalist movement
members during the occupation was left by Lieu-
tenant Vojislav Kosti¢, known as Lole. This officer
was born in 1916 into a respected and wealthy
Belgrade family. He graduated from the lower
level of the military academy in 1936 and met the
Second World War as a lieutenant. In June 1941,
he joined the Royalist movement. In the first pe-
riod, he worked in the Belgrade organization, and
then as a legalized officer, he worked closely with
Major Milan Kalabié. In November 1942, he was
arrested together with Milan Kalabi¢ and other
officers. He was taken to the Gestapo prison in
Kralja Aleksandra Boulevard No. 5, from where he
was taken for interrogation. During this time, the
family tried to save his head and ease his situation
by bringing him food and clothing. He used this
connection to correspond secretly with the fami-
ly. He sent a total of 11 letters. Some of the letters
were written on items of clothing, the others on
paper. The items of clothing in the family's pos-
session still show traces of blood from the months
of torture. In the letters themselves, he describes
the dramatic situation he finds himself in, the

interrogators' torture methods, and the fates of

death. My mental state has been ruined by
this. I was so worried about Duja's stupid
behavior, that I thought he was insane for
a moment.

HOSTAGES

The repression in Belgrade affected not only indi-
viduals who resisted the norms of the Nazi "new
world order," but also those with familial connec-
tions to members of the resistance movement,
and those whose reputation could influence the
general population. The act of taking hostages
served a twofold purpose within the oppressive
strategy of the occupying forces: firstly, to com-

pel fugitives to surrender, and secondly, to send

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a clear warning that involvement in resistance
movements would result in the destruction of in-
nocent loved ones. Notably, individuals not affili-
ated with resistance movements were also at risk
of being held as hostages, as demonstrated during
the 1941 uprising. During the night of November
4th to 5th, 150 notable individuals from Belgrade
were apprehended and detained at the Banjica
camp. This group included 30 professors from the
University of Belgrade. They faced formal charges
of being affiliated with Freemasonry and collabo-
rating with communists. Essentially, by arresting
them, the occupier tried to scare ordinary citizens
and send a message that no one was safe.®®

A significant number of relatives of individuals
associated with the People’s Liberation Movement
were held in this camp. The mothers of Aleksandar
Rankovi¢ and Koca Popovi¢ occupied one of the
rooms within the Banjica camp.®* Marko Nikezié¢'s
father, Petar, was in the Banjica camp two times.*®
Blagoje Negkovi¢'s brothers, Voja and Cedomir, also
occupied the cells of this casemate. Neskovi¢'s fa-

ther Aéim was also arrested, but was soon released

The fact that the occupier committed mass crimes
against the inmates of camps and prisons situated
on the territory of occupied Belgrade and its sur-
roundings has been underlined multiple times in
this paper. The majority of them were brought to
Belgrade's periphery and executed. On the Pance-
vo-Jabuka road, close to the settlement of Jabuka, is
the first death range used for this purpose. The Temis
prevented the victims from escaping, the plain gave
the firing squad a clear view, and the sandy ground
made mass grave construction easier. All these fac-

tors made this location ideal for this purpose.®®

The most extensive extermination site of the
Second World War was situated close to the village
of Jajince, at the base of Avala. The embankment
and parapet that hindered the victims' escape,
along with the encircling forest, rendered this lo-
cation particularly suitable for the shooting. The
victims were transported by trucks along the Av-
ala road and subsequently escorted on foot to the
execution site. The majority of the shootings were
conducted by Wehrmacht soldiers, while the task
of excavating mass graves fell to the staff of the
Central and New Cemetery. The notorious Duse-
hupka truck was also present at this location. The
Jewish victims, including children, women, and
the elderly, would be already dead, with Jajinci
serving as their final destination.” Various esti-
mates exist regarding the total number of indi-
viduals who lost their lives at this killing site. The
author of this catalog estimates that this figure is
not less than 20,000 individuals.

Between June 1942 and the conclusion of 1944,
the Nazis initiated a comprehensive operation
known as Sonderaktion 1005, which was designed
to hide and destroy evidence of their horrendous

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industrial plants. Despite the mapping of important
military, traffic, and industrial targets, bombing
techniques and target locations led to enormous de-
struction and a large number of casualties. A hospi-
tal complex was struck, and explosives also impact-
ed a maternity hospital located on Krunska Street,
resulting in the deaths of infants, mothers, and
healthcare personnel. The city endured bombard-
ment for a cumulative duration of 12 days between
April and September 1944. Based on incomplete re-
cords, it is estimated that 1,792 individuals lost their
lives due to Allied airstrikes.”

What the Allied bombing looked like from the
point of view of an ordinary citizen, we learn from
the following part of Dragutin Rankovié's diary:
April 17,1944. Belgrade, marking the 1100th day of
occupation - These are indeed challenging times!
A scene of despair and terror prevails! Destruction
and bloodshed are everywhere. I am currently
writing from our refuge. My wife, daughter, and
I are situated at Hopovska Street No. 25 on Pasi-
no brdo. A continuous stream of refugees flows
through Belgrade, moving both inland and beyond
the city limits. Many individuals spend their days

in the fields, returning home only in the evening.

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liberating the city. The clashes were intense, re-
sembling urban warfare. Even during these con-
frontations, German troops perpetrated atrocities
against the civilian population. Notably, a heinous
act occurred in a building on Vasina Street, where
23 residents were trapped and subsequently killed
when the structure was detonated.” The city expe-
rienced significant devastation, and the total count
of civilian casualties remains undetermined. How-
ever, after 1,287 days under occupation, Belgrade
was a free city again. The precise number of casu-
alties in Belgrade during the Second World War
has never been established. According to the 1946
census of war victims, 8,695 individuals perished
in the Belgrade district, while 14,402 lost their lives
within the city itself. The total of 23,097 victims ac-
counts for 23.4% of all deaths recorded in the terri-

tory of the People's Republic of Serbia.”®
